


SECTION 2. The District will have priority use of the
soccer/ballfield during school hours.

SECTION 3. The District will make available and the City
will have access to and be given priority use of the soccer/
ballfield at Cougar Ridge Elementary School during non-school hours
for the purpose of scheduling community and recreation activities.

SECTION 4. A minimum notification of five (5) working days
for cancellation of community use is required by the District or
cougar Ridge Elementary School Principal, unless in case of an
emergency .

SECTION 5. The City shall provide annual field maintenance
of the Cougar Ridge Elementary School field (Attachment A).

SECTION 6. The District will provide maintenance to the
irrigation and drainage systems, turf around the field perimeter,
fences, and necessary capital improvements to keep the fields in

play. ,

SECTION 7. The City shall be responsible for 1litter
control during scheduled or sponsored activities by the City.
Other users scheduled through the cCity will have the same
responsibility.

SECTION 8. The City and the District agree to allow
restrooms (i.e., seasonal, temporary, portable) to be placed on
site to accommodate field use. It will be the responsibility of
the City and other users groups to maintain these facilities.

SECTION 9.  The District will provide an outdoor location
for a storage box near the soccer/ballfield.

SECTION 10. A management committee, composed of the Cougar
Ridge Elementary School Principal and the Bellevue Parks and
Recreation Department staff will meet at least once a year prior to
June 1st to consider problems, conflicts, changes in design,
development, operation, maintenance, scheduling and other policies.
If the committee is unable to reach a solution on a particular
matter, it will be referred to the Superintendent of Schools or
designee and the Bellevue Parks and Recreation Department Director
or designee for resolution.

SECTION 11. If either party believes that the other party
is not fulfilling the performance obligations established by this
Agreement, it shall give written notice of its complaint to the
other party. The party receiving the complaint shall within thirty
(30) days deny the complaint, correct the situation and/or respond
in writing explaining the mitigating circumstances or why a remedy
cannot be achieved.



SECTION 12. Authority to terminate violations and
unauthorized use of the field and non-scheduled use of the field
will be the responsibility of the Cougar Ridge Elementary School
Principal. The Bellevue Parks and Recreation Department Director,
or his/her designee, will also have the authority to terminate such
activity or violations during non-school hours.

SECTION 13. The District and the City shall jointly
promulgate facility operating rules consistent with adopted
District and City ordinances and resolutions to insure the safety
and welfare of the participants. The Bellevue City Code, Parks and
Recreation Facilities Code, Chapter 3.43, shall be the primary
ordinance with respect to law enforcement for City or City
sponsored use.

SECTION 14. The City will have access to and will assume
responsibility and liability during its use of the field at Cougar
Ridge Elementary School, including parking areas, service access
roads, portable restrooms, and any assigned outdoor storage areas,
during Oity scheduled programs. Scheduled user groups will assume
this same responsibility and liability during their usage.

SECTION 15. It is agreed that the District and the City
will furnish and supply all materials necessary for carrying on
their respective programs.

SECTION 16. The Agreement shall be for an initial term
through August 31, 1993, and shall automatically renew for one year
periods thereafter unless either party gives notice of termination
in accordance with this section. Either party to this Agreement
may terminate this joint use agreement with a written notice to the
other party no later than April 1st of any year for an effective
date at the close of the current school year's use of the field.

SECTION 17.

: A. The City shall protect, defend, indemnify, and save
harmless the District, its officers, employees, and agents from any
and all costs, claims, judgments or awards of damages arising out
of or in any way resulting from negligent acts or omissions of the
City, its officers, employees or agents arisinhg out of the use of
the Cougar Ridge Elementary soccer/ballfield.

B. The District shall protect, defend, indemnify, and
save harmless the City, its officers, employees, and agents from
any and all costs, claims, judgments or awards of damages arising
out of or in any way resulting from negligent acts or omissions of
the District, its officers, employees or agents arising out of the
use of the Cougar Ridge Elementary soccer/ballfield.

SECTION 18. The City and the District shall each either
maintain commercial c¢omprehensive general 1liability policies or
shall maintain self-insured liability loss exposures.



SECTION 19. The City and the School District will not
discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment or
program partlclpant because of race, creed, color, sex, age,
national origin, marital status, physical or other motor handicap,
unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.

SECTION 20. This Agreement may be amended only in writing
as by the consent of all parties to this Agreement.

SECTION 21. This Agreement, together with attachments or
addendums, represents the entire and integrated agreement between
the city and Issaquah School District No. 411 and supersedes all
prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either written
or oral. This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument
signed by both City and Issaquah School District No. 411.

ISSAQUAH SCHOOL DISTRICT
COUGAR RIDGE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL FIELD

ANNUAL FIELD MAINTENANCE

A. The City shall assume the lead role with respect to the
maintenance and operation of the S8ports Field, including, dragging
the field for city and District use, operation of irrigation system
for dust control, and periodic field grading. The City shall
assume responsibility for routine additions of playing surface
materials on an as needed basis to maintain a safe playing surface.

B. The District shall pay for all utilities associated with
operation and maintenance of the Sports Field.

C. Any work or modification by either party to this
Agreement beyond the scope of work described in this Agreement
requires the approval of both parties.
