Local Improvement District 8

it Adjacent to southern end of existing sewers in Manchester

it First project all gravity sewer with beach side properties using
grinder pumps to connect

i Southern limits set at top of the hill on Colchester
it First project constructed in fall of 2006
it Extension added as property owners did not want to wait for LID9

i Extension is a low pressure sewer line with all connections coming
from grinder pumps

ii Extension constructed in fall of 2007



Local Improvement District 9

i Started as a 378 property LID
i Larger property ownersoOo concerns
i Lift station needed to pump any new gravity lines south of LID 8

i Estimated assessment to high for smaller boundaries with lift station
Included

i Changed to an 82 property LID on the beach side of Colchester

i 23 properties connected as an extension of LID 8

i Most recently a 59 property LID

i Collected signatures from 51% of property owners in spring of 2008
i Resolution for intent in December 2008

i Petition was rejected in July 2009
