THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PROSSER, WASHINGTON, DO
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 3 of Ordinance 826 and Section 1.08.030

of the Prosser Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

"1.08.030 City council members - - Election and term
of office - - numbering of council positions.
A, The city council shall continue to hold office

until their successors are elected and qualified at

the next biennial municipal elections to be conducted

as provided in Chapter 35A.29 of the Revised Code of
Washington. The four existing city council positions
which terms will expire January 10, 1972, shall be
elected for four-year terms in the 1971 municipal
elections. The three existing city council positions
which terms expire January 14, 1974 shall be elected

for new four-year terms in the 1973 municipal general
election. " Thereafter the requisite number of city
council positions shall be filled by election biennially
as the terms of their predecessors expire and shall
serve for terms of four years. The positions to be
filled on the city council shall be designated by
consecutive numbers and shall be dealt with as separate
offices for all election purposes as provided by Revised
Code of Washington, Chapter 35A.29.

B. The numbering of council positions, and reciting the
present incumb:ents and expiration of their terms of
office, are as follows:

Position 1 Benton E. Crawford January, 1986
Position 2 Philip R. Blakney January, 1988
Position 3 Ardell V. Huard January, 1986
Position 4 Wilford J. Bolander January, 1988
Position 5 Dorothy S. Evans January, 1986
Position 6 Donald C. Warneke January, 1988
Position 7 Elgan Cox January, 1988."
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Section 2. Sections 2, 3, 4 and 5 of Ordinance 326 and
Sections 1.16.020, 1.16.030, 1.16.040 and 1.16.050 of the
Prosser Municipal Code are hereby repealed.

-Section 3. Sections 1 and 2 of Ordinance 83 and Sections
2.04.390 and 2.04.400 of the Prosser Municipal Code are hereby
repealed.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall take effect five days after
its publication as provided by law.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PROSSER,WASHINGTON,DO ORDAIN AS
FOLLOWS:

Section I. The City Limits of the City of Prosser,Washington,shgll

and do,consist of the territory embraced within ﬁhe following des-
where
cribed boundaries,to wit: Commencing at a point éh the West line of

the Northeast quartér of the Northwest quarter of Section II,Town-
ship 8,North of range 24,E.W.M.,intersects with the South bank of

the Yakimg river; thence in a Southerly direction along said West
iine to the Southwest corner of sagid Northeast quarter of North-
west quarter aforsaid; thence Egsterly along the South line of

sald Northeast quarter of Northwest quarter and the South line of
the North hglf of the Northeast quarter of sagid Section II, to

point of intersection on fhe Section line between Sections II and 13,
Towriship 8,North of range 24,E.W.M.; thence Easterly along the South
line of the Northwest quarter of the Northwest gquarter of saild Sec-
ction I2,to the Southeast corner of said Northwest quarter of North-
west quarter; thence Northerly along the East line of sald North-
west quarter of Northwest quarter of sald Section I3,t0 point of
intersection on the Section line between Sections I gnd I2,Town-

Section 3. The First Ward of the City of Prosser,shall be,and the
same hereby is included ﬁithin that portion of said City Limits,
to wit: Begining at g point where the West line of the Northeast
quarter of the Northwest quarter of Section I1I,Township 8,North of
range 24,E.W.M. ,intersects with the South bank of the Yakima river;
thence in g Northeasterly direction glong said South bank of the
Yakima river: to point of intersection with the East line of the
Northwest quarter of the Northwest qusrter of Section I,Township 8,
North of range 24,E.W.M.; thence South on said East line t0 point
of intersection with the center line of the Right of Way of the
Northern Pgcific Railway Co.; thence in a Southwesterly direction
along the center line of said Right of Way to point of intersection
with the said West line of the Northeast quarter of the Northwest
quarter of said Section II; thence in a Northerly direction to point
of begining.
Section 3. The Second Ward of the City of Prosser,shall be,and the
same hersby is included within that portion of said City Limits,to
wit: Begining at the point where the center line of 4th Street of
the City of Prosser intersects with the center line of the Right of
Way of the Northern Pacific Railway Co.; thence in a Southeasterly
direction glong sald center line of sald 4th Street to point of
intersection with the center line of Court Street; thence in a
Southerly direction along the center line of said Court Street to
point of intersection with the South Boundary line of said City
Limits as in Section I,of this Ordinance described; thenée along
sald boundary line in its Egsterly,Northerly and Westerly directions
as in Section I,of this Ordinagnce described to point cf intersection
of the Egst line of esld City Limits with the center line of the
Right of Way of the Northern Pacific Railwagy Co.; thence in g West-
erly direction along the center line of4said Right of Way to point
of begining.
Section 4. The Third Ward of the C;ty of Prosser,shall be,and hereby
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is included within that portion of sald City Limits,to wit: Begin-
ing at the point where the center line of 4th Street of the City of
Prosser intersects with the center line of the Right of Way of the
Northern Pacific Rallway Co.; thence in g Southeagsterly direction
along sald center line of sgid 4th Street to point of intersection
with the center line of Court Street; thenoce in a Southerly direct-
ion glong the center line of sald Court Street topoint of intersect-
ion with the Soﬁth Boundary line of sgld City Limits as in Section I,
cf this Ordinagnce described; thence along sald boundary line in its
Westerly and Northerly directions as in Section I,of this Ordinance
described to point of intersection of the West line of said City
Limits with the center line of the Right of Way of the Northern
Pacific Rallway Co.; thence in an Easterly direction along the cen-
ter line of sgld Right of Way to0 point of begining.
Section 5. The Second Ward of the City of Prosser shall be divided
into two Precincts to be known as First Precinct Second Wgrd and
Second Precinct Second Wgrd,to wit: From a line drawn thru said
Second Ward as follows; Begining at the intersectiorn of the center
line of 6th Street with the center line of ths Right of Way of the
Northern Pacific Railway Co.; thence Southerly along the center line
of said 6th Street to point of intersection with the center line of
Dudley Avenue;thence Westerly along the center line of said Dudley
Avenue to pcint of intersection with the center line of Grant Street;
thence Southerly glong the center line of said Grant Street,and
boundary

Grant Street produced,to point of intersection with the South/line
of sald éity Limits. All that portion of said Second Ward as in
Section 3,hereof described,lying Testerly of sald described line,
shall constitute gnd be First Precinct,Second Ward,and all that
portion of sald Second Ward as in Section 3,hereof described,lying
Easterly of sald described line,shall ccnstitute and be Second
Precinct,Second Ward.
Section 6. Ordinance No.82, of the City of Prosser,Washington,and
all other ordinances or parts of ordinagncés in conflict herewith
are hereby repealed.
Section 7. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect in

five days after its passage,approvel and publication.
